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“Investigate and use ideas and methods in the context of a drawing study in photography”

This achievement standard involves investigating ideas and methods relating to art and art works in the context of the drawing study in photography.  It also involves using established drawing processes, procedures, materials and techniques appropriate to ideas and methods studied, and using drawing to generate, analyse and clarify ideas.

There are five tasks within this assessment. Each task can be completed in the classroom, digital or wet darkroom and local environment, and supported by homework.

Task 1: Investigating Ideas and Methods

Task 2: Research into a Creative Technique

Task 3: Generating Ideas

Task 4: Techniques and Media

Task 5: Practical Investigation – Analysing and Clarifying Ideas

* Helpful Notes: 

1 Processes refers to the use of particular techniques with tools, technologies and materials.

2 Procedures refers to the order and nature of steps taken in getting from the beginning to the end of the problem.

3 Systematically means to reflect critically on each step in the development of work. Information generated from this reflection will be used to inform and clarify ideas.

4 Clarifying ideas requires students to specify parameters for investigation, it does not imply that these ideas will be resolved.

· This may involve different processes, procedures, materials and techniques, all of which can be understood as drawing.  This practice is dependent upon recognising and using drawing as a thinking and working process.

· Drawing is an ongoing decision-making process that enables a continuum to be established and maintained.  Aspects of drawing are also identifiable in finished work.

· Photography drawing may include sketches, compositional notes, proof sheets, working prints, photograms, collage, montage, digital processes and photographs. 

· Photography drawing should be used as central means of practical investigation.  Where it is appropriate, students may include processes, procedures, methods and techniques from other art fields.

5 The drawing study should include work belonging to your cultural milieu and interests and involve the study of work and ideas from recent and established practice.  Where relevant, this evidence could also take account of the work of contemporary New Zealand artists. 

6 A drawing study involves generating, analysing and clarifying your ideas and methods.

Drawing is a creative process, it is a thinking and working process, it is an ongoing decision making process.

Photography drawing includes sketching, investigating and experimenting with the camera, making proofs, doing multigrade tests, test strips, manipulation experiments, establishing shots, small work prints, diagrams and plans for presentation of work, digital experiment, colour or mixed media experiments, collages using photocopies, larger prints and final art works.

This assignment concerns the “Exploration of Photographic Ideas” and extends on from your personal artist model research. This assignment will be used to set up the foundation for your external standard, the portfolio.

The work provided for this Achievement Standard will inform the development and extension of your work and ideas into 3.3 (AS90668), The Portfolio and towards Scholarship.

Student Tasksheet

“Investigate and use ideas and methods in the context of a drawing study in photography”

This assessment provides you with the opportunity to extend your own photographic ideas in response to your chosen genre and research. This assessment will enable you to research artists and artworks outside of your genre and to investigate conceptual ideas and photographic methods.
Task One

Investigating Ideas and Methods

You have about 1 week of classroom and homework time to complete this task and task 2. 

Select at least 3 photographers and photocopy 1 work by each of the artists.

One artist model must use an experimental (manipulation) photographic technique and work outside of your chosen genre.

For each artist and artwork, respond to the following questions in bullet point form:

· How is the pictorial space arranged? (Think about the arrangement of the subject within the frame, particularly the relationship between subject and frame edge).

· How is lighting used? (Pay particular attention to lighting angle and direction, quality, and tonal relationships)
· What do you think are the technical aspects of this image? I.e. DOF, shutter, etc.

· What do you think the meaning and/or intention of the work is? What was the photograph trying to achieve by producing the artwork? Was the artist trying to tell a story, make a comment, or judgement?

· Make a note of any other important features of the work.

Requirement: 3 images min.
Task Two

Research into an Experimental Technique

You have about 1 week of classroom and homework time to complete this task and task 1.

Locate and photocopy a minimum of four images that show experimental techniques that you could apply to your own work.

Research into these creative techniques and record notes in your workbook explaining how you might go about producing that technique. Use your photoshop tutorial notes to help you.

The aim of this task is to provide knowledge on technical ideas and methods you can use in Task 3 as part of your practical investigation. 

Requirement: 4 images min.
Task Three

Generating Ideas

You have about 3 weeks of classroom and homework time to complete this task.

Complete the Drawing Study Proposal worksheet to develop and generate ideas.

Using your chosen genre, produce a series of related photographic drawings (traditional or digital) (aim for around 1 film or the equivalent), which explore and experiment with the techniques, methods and ideas you have researched. The work made for this task should reference your own ideas and your artist models.

Produce a contact sheet of your images and annotate your contact sheet to indicate the most successful images and the links to artist models.

Produce two 5x7” work prints of your best images and evaluate noting the links to your artist models.

Evaluate your images and discuss further options you could take providing options for development using the following questions.

a) Identify the ideas you want to analyse further

b) Identify the methods you want to extend further

c) What d you need to do or try with your next film(s)?

You will be required to have a formal (recorded) one on one discussion with your teacher at this point before moving forward. This will make sure you are on the right track and allow you to make any necessary changes well within time.

Requirement: x2 5x7” images

Task Four

Techniques and Media

You have about 2 weeks of classroom and homework time to complete this task.

Take more photographs (aim for around 1 film or the equivalent) that analyse and clarify specific and related ideas that were generated from your proposal and first series of photographs. Aim to produce an even stronger sequence of images that are thematically, pictorially and technically more refined than those in task 2.

Your use of processes, procedures, materials and techniques should be appropriate to those identified in your investigation.

Develop and print at least 2 final images that best reflect your area of study.

Task Five

Practical Investigation – Analysing and Clarifying Ideas

You have about 3 weeks of classroom and homework time to complete this task.
Throughout this task you should regularly conference with your teacher regarding your work in progress.

a) Based on your contact sheets, drawing study proposal and workbook investigations, re-photograph, clarifying and synthesising your ideas for your folio board.

· Focus on investigating one of the identified areas – pictorial, technically and thematically
· Use an analytical and evaluative approach (self-reflection – making judgements about your own work)
· Select specific and appropriate ideas that provide options for development
· Consider the most systematic folio layout and how to show the coherent development of ideas
b) Within your body of photographic images there should be evidence of the following:

· Specific reference to chosen artist models through your selection of subject matter / pictorial concerns, media and techniques
· Thematic and pictorial linking to develop your ideas systematically
c) Complete the drawing study by presenting your photographs on an A1 panel and all other documentation in your workbook.

The folio should include:

· Establishing shots

· Small work prints generating ideas

· Larger work prints and final prints that show analysis and clarification of ideas

d) Together with your teacher, you will decide how many photographs you need to meet the Assessment Criteria; however a minimum of 12 photographs is required.

e) Use thumbnail sketches to help you decide on the final layout of your images.

f) Following the completion of all class folio’s, you will take part in a peer-critique to gain critical feedback before moving into the external standard (AS90668), the Portfolio.

PEER CRITIQUE – Period Following Hand in. It is expected that ALL students take part in the peer critique as part of this assessment.
