GETTING TO KNOW YOUR CAMERA
Basic Camera Operation
Basically all cameras are the same – they consist of a light tight box. At one end of the box is something that can be used to gather light and project an image of the subject. At the other end of the box is the place for the sensitive material – the film.
Study your camera manual / handbook so you get to know your own camera and how it works.

Useful Tips

· Never put your fingers in or near the rear curtain shutter

· Never try and clean your camera mirror or prism, only use a blower brush

· Keep your fingers off the glass of the lens – get a UV or skylight filter to protect the lens

· If you have an automatic electronic camera, never try to manually focus the lens on the auto focus setting, change it to manual focus first
