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Course Outline
Aim
· To develop an understanding of existing procedures and practices which underline the making of art and design and the practice and extension of these in individual performance
Official Objectives

· To research an art making tradition and discuss its influence on recent photographic practice
· To generate, analyse, clarify and regenerate ideas to show understanding of processes, procedures, materials and techniques in a drawing study within Photography practice

· Produce a original work within Photography to show extensive knowledge of art making methods and ideas

Personal Objectives

· Develop individual talent and ability in Photography

· Develop knowledge and understanding of the established processes, procedures, materials and techniques belonging to Photography

· Develop the ability to use drawing as a central means of generating, analysing, clarifying and regenerating ideas in Photography

· Develop a systematic approach to learning in art and design practice

· Learn from recent and established artist models, and develop and extend this learning into original work

Assessment

NCEA Photography Level 3 is a mixture of internal and external assessment – see Assessment Programme.
Homework: You are expected to complete a minimum of 2 hours per week.

There will be at least one FORMATIVE assessment for each assignment so that you are aware of how you can improve your work before it is handed in for the “official” SUMMATIVE assessment.
Materials

Name all of your materials. YOU are responsible for them – including your camera. If you need to loan a camera from the Photography department, you are required to obtain parental consent and pay a small bond first.
BE ORGANISED WITH YOUR MATERIALS! Misplacing or loosing your work could put you under extra pressure or even result in a NOT ACHIEVED.

ALWAYS bring your workbook/visual diary and clearfile to class, and any other materials your teacher has suggested (some days you will need your camera, film, negative holders, printing paper).

The better organised you are for class and homework the better your results will be.

NEVER throw any work away, especially without talking to your teacher first. Some of the best work is created by mistake!

Keep your workbook set out in a clear and logical manner, most of your work marked will be presented in this and must be able to be clearly read and understood by your teacher and others marking it.
Digital work needs to be saved on a CD or memory stick, you will need to make at least one CD backup which the teacher will hold.
Parental Support

Parents are encouraged to take an interest in your work. They are also welcome to phone the school and leave a message for the teacher to contact them over concerns or for other information. Parents are also welcome to arrange to meet the teacher at school anytime during the year.
I will be in regular contact with you parents during the year, particularly if you miss assignment or homework deadlines. It is important that deadlines are met or you may miss being assessed and gaining credits for each assessment. Your parents will be informed of the deadlines you miss and detentions will follow as a result.
Help

During interval and lunchtimes you can work in the artroom and dark room when there is teacher supervision, at some stages throughout the year (portfolio time) the darkroom will be available after school and during holiday time. This is to be negotiated with your teacher and will be based on your work ethic while in class. It is expected that while in the darkroom unsupervised you will behave appropriately and report any accidents or broken equipment to the teacher.

ONLY PHOTOGRAPHY STUDENTS ARE ALLOWED IN THE DARKROOM!

ONLY PHOTOGRAPHY STUDENTS (OR OTHER VISUAL ART STUDENTS WHO HAVE TEACHER PERMISSION) MAY USE THE CLASSROOM OUTSIDE OF CLASS TIME!

Costs

There is a $90 photography fee (TBC), which covers the cost of the chemicals, some printer inks, photographic equipment and other resources used throughout the year. There is usually a charge for printing work through the computer suite, however this cost is kept as low as possible and is usually easier and cheaper than printing in the darkroom.
Class Website
This year I have set up a class website. This has everything you need to help you throughout the year. It features the course outline, handouts, upcoming events, due dates, step by step help for assignments, a discussion page that you will be required to take part in, a question page where you can post photography related questions for me to answer, and a week by week outline of what you should be doing each week and where you should be up to. You will be required to visit the website at least once a week. More information about this will be given to you in class.

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Assessment Programme

In Photography this year you will be working towards gaining Level Three credits for the National Certificate of Education Achievement.

The work you do throughout the year will be assessed in two different ways:

INTERNAL ASSESSMENT – assignments carried out throughout the year

EXTERNAL ASSESSMENT – a folio board submission of work

The year 13 Photography programme is assessed against three achievement standards. Each achievement standard has a number of credits allocated. When you gain Credit for an achievement standard, the credits contribute to your NCEA. You can also gain different grades for each achievement standard: Achieved, Merit, Excellence. The grade you achieve is determined by the quality of your work as measured against the national standards.

In addition, there is a separate achievement standard called the scholarship standard. This is a separate submission, which is based on the student’s ability to perform at a scholarship standard across all internal and external standards. The assessment of scholarship will be made by seeing the folio and workbook extracts together. The relationship between these two create greater opportunity for assessors to see the range and depth of study that is necessary for scholarship candidates.
Outlined below are the Level Three Visual Art – Photography Achievement Standards, the credits allocated to each, and the mode of assessment. The totally number of credits for the year is 24.
