Definition of Photography Genres

Genre – a category of artistic composition characterised by a particular form, style or content.
Below is a list of some popular photography genres:

Portraiture: A drawing, painting, or photograph of a person. A likeness of a person, especially one showing the face.

Still life: A painting, picture, or photograph of inanimate objects.

Documentary: Presenting facts objectively without editorialising or inserting fictional matter.

Photojournalism: Journalism in which a news story is presented primarily through photographs with supplementary written copy.

Landscape: A picture depicting an expanse of scenery.

Snapshot: An informal photograph; usually made with a small hand-held camera for person viewing in family photo albums.

Narrative: Consisting of or characterised by telling a story.

Environment: Existing surroundings that affect an activity, circumstance or condition. It can also be an installation where an artwork surrounds the observer, and sometimes allows the audience to modify it or interact with it.
